1. Review the standards for the book project 
2. Read over the choices for book projects 
3. Discuss with your partner and pick one option 
4. Write down how you will do that option and cover the standards 
5. Type up your choice, how you will cover the standards, and what you will accomplish each day (look at a calendar and make a plan) 
6. Turn in your typed response, and read your PBL book. 
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
